We are working with the British Heart Foundation to

develop new and more sensitive blood tests which will

help doctors to better diagnose (or rule out) heart

attacks and plan care accordingly.

We are investigating if it is possible to adapt Acceptance

and Commitment Therapy for people with MND to find

out whether, along with usual care, it improves the

psychological health of people with the condition.
